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Sound of the week - re (making the ur sound at the end of a word e.g. metre)
Write down and say the sound with your child. Can they think of any re words? 
Say an re word and get your child to write it down, remembering the sound of the week. 
Examples of words to use with your child-
Metre, litre, acre, admire, fayre, fibre, fire, shire, shore, snore, bore, scare, chore, more, where
Write down an re word. Can your child read it? 
Ask your child to go on a sound hunt- how many examples of re can they find in your home, on signs, in books etc. 
Get your child to draw 4 re words in their jotters and write the word next to it.
