These are the phonics sounds covered and sounds still to be covered. If you go onto Youtube and type in Alphablocks and the sound then some useful videos will come up for your child to watch. 
Practise writing out the words 3 times and then try sentences or a story using them. Here is a ‘ch’ sound example story using the words on the list and thinking of other ‘ch’ words. Underline the ‘ch’ sound in your story and count how many you have.
