Instructions for VE day picture
This is a layered picture so you should probably plan it first! Remember you can’t make mistakes in art ! 
Step 1 – collect resources – pens/pencils/paper (scissors & glue optional) 
Step 2 – decide on your background – you will cover the whole page in this – I found it best to colour mine in pencil, lightly but Sarah did paint and sharpies worked on top of that. Backgrounds need to be linked to the theme eg – British flag, poppies, camouflage – you could section the page to do more than 1 but I kept it simple. Cover your page in your design 
Step 3 – Decide what you will write as your title/banner - VE day 1945-2020 or VE day 75 Years or VE day 8th May 1945 – you choose what to write and where to write it  and do it in pencil first if you are unsure. Make sure that it stands out against the background, black or dark colours work well. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Step 4 – Choose a soldier’s silhouette to draw – have a look online and try to copy it – keep this black. If you want to do this on a separate piece of paper and stick it on that’s fine, or draw round it like a template. Choose carefully where to place it and you are finished!
