The All Station train takes 50 minutes to reach London and arrives at 10:30. The Goods train leaves 20 minutes before the All Stations and arrives in London 20 minutes after the Express. Work out the timetable. That is; what time does each train leave Longleat and what time does each train arrive in London?
