Outdoor Play
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A reminder that we go outside to play in all weathers at nursery and much of our outdoor area is grassy and muddy. As we always try to encourage independence from all of the children at nursery, please also send your child into nursery wearing shoes that they are able to change into by themselves, this makes a huge difference to them developing their own personal independence.  

WLC Absence Management Policy
Like all schools/nurseries in West Lothian, we follow the WLC Pupil Absence Management Policy.  If your child is going to be absent from nursery please contact the nursery informing us of the reason for his/her absence.  If we do not hear from you by 9.30am/12.50pm, a member of staff will try to contact you. It is, however, preferable if you make contact with us. If no-one is at home when we call, and in line with WLC Policy, we may contact our Health Visitor who in turn may try to contact you or in some instances pay a visit to the home. 

Food Allergies and Intolerances
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In the interest of the health and safety, please keep Nursery informed and up to date of any food allergies and intolerances that your child may have.
