Learner’s Journeys

Your child’s keyworker works very hard to ensure you can be part of the learning experience here at Bathgate West Nursery School, they will regularly update your child’s learning journal with observations and pictures of your child. There is also an opportunity for you to upload any pictures from home that link in with your child’s development. We hope to run a session on key information and building skills for learning journeys for parents to attend, keep an eye for the date to follow. 
Snack

All children contribute into the nursery snack fund. Snack payments can be paid on-line through ipay impact.  We are trying to reduce the amount of money that comes into nursery, to help us do this there will be a session about how to work ipay impact, please keep an eye out for the session date to follow.  Block payments are listed below or weekly payments will continue at £1.50. If your child will be on holiday or absent during the school holidays payment will not be required but please ensure you have emailed the nursery email detailing your child’s absence.

May - end of July - 15 weeks - £22.50 
May – end of July minus summer holidays £12.00
WLC Absence Management Policy
Like all schools/nurseries in West Lothian, we follow the WLC Pupil Absence Management Policy.  If your child is going to be absent from nursery please contact the nursery informing us of the reason for his/her absence.  If we do not hear from you by 9.30am/12.50pm, a member of staff will try to contact you. It is, however, preferable if you make contact with us. If no-one is at home when we call, and in line with WLC Policy, we may contact our Health Visitor who in turn may try to contact you or in some instances pay a visit to the home. 
Precious Belongings

We would appreciate if anything valuable, e.g. jewellery, special toys, etc are left at home.  Toys from home will often be put down and picked up by other children and this may cause distress to the child whose toy it is, so it is better to leave all toys at home.

Coloured Trays
