Practise number formation - make sure your numbers are the right way round!


Practise the multiplication tables you have learned already. Ask an adult to quiz you on them to see how quickly and accurately you can answer. 


Roll a dice to create your own 2-digit number. Roll again and add the numbers together. You can add a single digit or add 2-digits. 


Roll a dice again, this time make a 2 digit or 3 digit number. Write your number in words. Write a sum where your number is the answer. Split your number into place value columns (H, T, O). Represent your number using pictures. 


Use a ruler or tape measure to measure items around your house using centimetres (cm). Try to estimate first, and then measure.  How accurate were you? Record your estimates and answers in your jotter.
