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Below is a sample of the same pupil’s jotter work from before the enquiry and during the enquiry.
This illustrates that the quality of the pupil work improved during the enquiry. Teacher observations
indicated that a number of pupils who had previously struggled in class appeared more motivated

and enthusiastic about learning during the enquiry (PA 4.1.1).

This item is used to illustrate that our enquiry data indicates that the quality of homework returns
improved during the intervention which suggests that pupils are more likely to complete homework
when they have some input into the selection of the activity and that pupils are more likely to
complete work that they find interesting and challenging. This has implications for teachers as they

suggest that personalisation and choice has a direct impact on the engagement of learners (PA 4.1.1).

The homework below was produced during the enquiry by two pupils severe Additional Support
Needs who had previously struggled to complete any set homework. This demonstrates that the

collaborative group have developed their ability to meet the needs of all pupils during the CPE (PA

4.1.1).

This evidence is from a very able pupil who, despite intervention by the school, had submitted no
homework prior to the enquiry. This evidence supports the claim that as a result of working
collaboratively the new approach to homework resulted in an improvement in the quality and number
of homework returns. These findings have implications for teachers as they suggest that
personalisation and choice have a direct impact on the engagement of learners (PA 4.1.1 and PA
4.4.1).
