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 All classrooms in Bellsquarry Primary School are autism friendly and staff are regularly upskilled in using appropriate strategies to meet the needs of children with Autistic Spectrum Disorders (ASD). We aim to meet regularly with parents through Assessment of Wellbeing Meetings, Child Planning Meetings and Reviews to consider what is going well for our ASD pupils and to set next steps. 
We are committed to developing skills through a variety of strategies and we work actively with other schools to share this practice.
