· Build a snowman.  Does your snowman have:
2 eyes; A carrot for a nose; Twigs  / small branches for arms; 3 buttons; A colourful scarf; A hat;
If yes, well done, take a picture of your snowman

Can you spot 6 of these winter things outside? You may wish to photograph them. snow drift, icicle, robin redbreast, snowman, an icy puddle, animal prints, a bird at a bird feeder
