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Here are some activities which you may wish to do in and around the house.
· In Primary 4, our topic is Mountains and Rivers. Use the internet or reference books in order to research these and make notes. Can you find out about a famous river?  What about mountain ranges or famous mountains? Find your river or mountain range on an atlas and copy it. Try to label your map carefully.
· Keep a daily diary. 
· What did you do? How did you feel?

· Write a story about your day in the snow.
· Think of as many adjectives (WOW Words) as you can to describe winter and, using your words, make up a word search.  Use these words to write a winter poem or an acrostic poem.

· Find words within longer words.
· Read a book and write a book report.
· What was your favourite part of the story?

· Who is your favourite character in your story?

· Find a recipe, follow the instructions and make something nice! Take a photograph of what you have made.
· Go into your garden and measure the snow depths at different times of the day. Can you make a bar chart to show this?

· Measure some icicles – take a picture.
· Access maths games on your computer.  Write a review for someone else.  Would you recommend the game to a friend?

· Design a new front cover for your favourite book or your group novel.

· Measure the volume of a cup. Fill it to the top with snow, leave it to melt and measure the volume of water. Is there a difference?  Why do you think this is?
· Go outside and throw a snowball across your garden.  Measure how far you threw it.  Do this 5 times and draw a bar chart to show your results.

· Make a healthy lunch.
· Go sledging.
· Keep a food diary.
· If you were stuck in the snow, what food would you need with you?
· Build a snowman.  Does your snowman have:

· 2 eyes;
· A carrot for a nose;
· Twigs  / small branches for arms;
· 3 buttons;
· A colourful scarf;
· A hat;
· If yes, well done, take a picture of your snowman

· Design and draw an igloo.  Write instructions on how to make it.

· Next, build an igloo – how many people can fit inside your igloo? 

· Take a photo of your igloo.
· Using a dustbin lid and some bricks, can you design and make your very own bird bath?  What ‘extras’ can you add to convert this into a bird table?
