Practise counting forwards and backwards to 20.

	Number
Make a paper chain number line. 
Make a paper chain of the days of the week or months of the year. 
Think up your own ideas.
	Doubling
Practise doubling numbers. Remember your ‘Bunny ears’
Begin 1+1=
Roll a dice and make sums. You can add or subtract. 
	Simple Problems
Make them up e.g. one snowman has 4 buttons and the other 2 buttons.

How many buttons altogether? 
	Build a Snowman
Go outside (with permission) and build a snowman.  Measure using hand spans. How tall is he?

How wide is he?

Try to take a photograph.

Make a snowy picture with two or more flaps.  Who is hiding under the flaps?

Make a homemade shaker from junk. Put different materials inside the shaker. Investigate how the sound changes.

Snow Detectives
Take 3 cups and fill them almost to the top with snow.  Leave one outside, put one in the kitchen and one in the living room.  Can you find out which cup melts first, second and third.
