1. Circles: Needs and wants at home
Choose a room at home or another familiar place such as after-school club or grandparent’s flat. They write down 10 or more things the room contains. For each thing decide whether it is a need or a want and write ‘n’ or ‘w’ accordingly in your homework book.

2, Triangles: Adverts
Choose five adverts (e.g. leaflets through the letterbox, adverts in the media, such as TV, internet, newspapers and magazines). In your homework book, record (cut out, describe, print out) these adverts and sort them according to need or want. Then rank the needs in order, from most to least important.

3. Squares: Services
Research the services that people commonly use. In your homework book, use the information you find to make an illustrated information poster and write a description of each one. Your description should include how they are useful to the general public and also how they are paid for. 
Your poster might include some of the following: estate and letting agents, advice agencies, charities and voluntary organisations, churches and other places of worship, courts, emergency services, employment agencies, financial services providers, hospitals and clinics, hotels, guest houses, bed and breakfasts, libraries and museums, telephone, online catalogue retailers, shops, clubs, sport and leisure facilities, gas, electricity and water suppliers, theatres and cinemas.
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
