		Here are lots of activities for you to do if school is closed (not for the holidays!) 
Maths
[bookmark: _GoBack]Weight:  Use kitchen scales to weigh 10 household items.  Arrange these in order of weight from smallest to largest, eg apple – 50g ----- soap powder – 1kg. Record your findings.  Find out what Imperial and metric measurements mean?  Can you see the difference between the two?  Which one do you think is easiest to work with?  We usually use metric now – can you think of any areas where we still usually use Imperial measures?

Measure:   Measure the depth of the snow in 3 different areas of your garden.  Are there any differences in depth?  Why do you think this might be?  Complete this task daily and record your findings – what is happening to the snow in your garden?  Are all areas changing at the same rate?  What explanations do you have for any differences?  Make a snowman, and use a tape measure to measure the circumference of his/her waist and head.  Measure his/her height.  What is the biggest snowman you can make?  What is the smallest?  Can you make a snowman small enough to weigh?  What is the weight?

Time:  Practise your time durations by using the TV listings!  Have a look at the listings and write the starting and finishing times of 10 programmes. Calculate the duration (how long it lasts) of each programme and record your information.

Number:  Practise number bonds and tables daily.  For number bonds, build up your knowledge – eg 7 + 3 + 10, 17 + 3 = 20, 27 + 3 = 30 and 7 + 3 = 10, 70 + 30 = 100.  If you can, use your tables knowledge to make new facts with multiples of 10 and even 100  - eg 3 x 4 = 12 so 30 x 4 = 120 and 300 x 4 = 1200.   Look for patterns! You Tube has some great videos for helping with times tables.

Practise your chimney sums – remember to show all your workings including carrying (addition) and exchange (subtraction).  Make up word sums for someone in your family (I am sure they will appreciate the brain training!).  

Language
Keep a daily diary – recording your experiences in the snow, what you have been doing to keep yourself amused and your feelings about being off school or missing your friends (or having fun with your friends if you live close by!).  Remember, you should try to use language to engage your reader – work hard to include strong adjectives, verbs, connectives and adverbs in your writing.  Can you include a simile in your work too?

Take a quiet walk in the snow and take in your surroundings using all your senses – what do you see, feel, hear, smell and maybe even taste?  Ask yourself questions - How are you moving through the snow?  What noise does the snow make?  Write a descriptive passage to tell us about your experience.  (Use a thesaurus to help you improve your vocabulary – these are also available online!!!)

Imagine being trapped in the snow.  Write an imaginative story to detail your adventures.  Try to add suspense to your story by building up tension.  Remember – your ending should be as strong as your beginning.

Write about the problems you encounter when trying to make a journey in the snow – even if it is just a walk to the shop to buy milk (if there is any left!).

Watch the news and choose an item that interests you and write a short report on this. 

Write a review of a Christmas film you have watched or book you have read.

Write instructions for a favourite meal or snack you have eaten or made.

Read a book of your choice – this will count towards our First Minister’s Reading Challenge.  If you really enjoy it (or really, really hate it!) write a book review to share your opinion and perhaps recommend reading it (or avoiding it!).

If you are reading a novel – try to imagine it from a different character’s point of view.  Re-write the beginning/end of the story from this viewpoint.

Read a newspaper article and rewrite it in your own words.

Imagine you are stuck in the snow.  Select 10 items that you think are essential. List these and justify why you chose them (there is no right or wrong – this is your opinion and you are being asked to explain it so you must give detailed reasons).

Art / Technology / ICT
Design a new winter outfit – what materials will you use and why?  What colours will you choose?  Will it be stylish or practical?  Include a detailed drawing with labels giving extra information.

Use magazines and newspapers to make a winter collage picture.

Build a snowman or a snow sculpture. If you can, take photo and put on Dojo for others to see.

Design a winter building – will it be a fairytale castle like in Frozen?  Will it be a snow-dwelling like an igloo?  Will it be practical and warm?  

On your winter walk (for your descriptive writing above!) take a camera with you.  Can you capture some snapshots which sum up winter for you?  Or pictures of something you find beautiful/interesting?  Use your photos to create a slideshow.  Or upload them onto the blog or Dojo and we can create a class display.

Design a poster for SNOW SAFETY.

Can you sketch a winter scene?  Use your pencil in different ways to add detail, shading etc.

Music / Health
That winter walk again (I am determined you will do it!)… Create a sound picture of your walk.  Think carefully about what you saw/heard/felt and create a sound map.  Carefully select household objects to use as instruments and use these to create the sounds on your map.  Record this if you can and share it on Dojo.

Choose your favourite song and make up a dance to it – maybe you can teach us when we get back to school.

If you have a favourite sport or activity you would like to share, put together a lesson for the rest of the class.  Remember to include a warm up, a skills session, some ‘game’ or ‘fun’ aspect and a cool down.  You should explain clearly what you want the class to do and why.  You can have a go at being the teacher with your lesson when we return to school.

Create your own xylophone using glasses or empty glass jars!  Put a different amount of water in each glass – how does this affect the note when it is hit by a ‘beater’?  Or you could try wetting your finger and running this round the rim of the glass – what sound does this make?  Does the amount of water affect this?  Can you organise your instrument to make a tune?

Science/Eco 
Fill 5 containers the same size with snow. Place them in different rooms in your house. Observe and record how long it takes for each to melt so you can find the warmest place in your house.

Go out in the snow and look for animal/bird prints.  Draw these and try to identify the wildlife from their tracks.

Use the Woodland Trust website for some great outdoor ideas – such as making your own Xmas decorations from natural materials (a bit like our Outdoor Week sculptures!) - http://www.naturedetectives.org.uk/download/winter_wonderland.htm
This is very cool!  Using soap bubbles, you'll turn them into frozen bubbles.  This is an activity for a cold, cold (below freezing) day when there is no wind in the air.  How to make frozen bubbles!  You will need – a measuring cup, soap powder, sugar, hot water, bowl, spoon or whisk, bubble wand.  Start by making a strong bubble solution. Mix 1/2 cup soap powder, 1/2 cup sugar, and 3 cups hot water. (This mixture will help the bubbles last longer.) Take the bubble solution and a bubble wand outside. Blow a bubble, and catch it on the wand. Let the bubble sit resting on the wand in the cold air. In the below-freezing chill, the bubble will soon freeze into a fragile crystal ball.
