Lime – -ke
All of these words end with the sound ke. Sometimes it is tricky to know which spelling to use because there are a few different ways to make the same sound – you can use ck, ke and occasionally c.
Thinking about the other sounds in the words can help you to decide. The vowel sounds before the ke in all of these words are long sounds ay, ee, igh, owe, you, which means that the word will almost always end with ke.
