Literacy


This term in literacy P3 will: 


Continue working towards the identified P3 Core Writing Targets. 


Begin to use a wider range of punctuation in their writing (commas, exclamation marks, question marks). 


Undertake drama programmes focused on enhancing creativity and stamina within writing (Time 4 Mime, Eve’s Christmas). 


Receive weekly reading books tailored to continually develop overall reading and comprehension ability.


Produce a piece of discussion writing. 


Continue to develop fluency, expression and comprehension within reading. 


Consolidate forming upper and lower case letters correctly. 


Explore, as a class, the novel ‘Letter to Pluto’ as part of our IDL topic – space.  





Numeracy


This term in numeracy P3 will: 


Continue to develop their ability to use a range of mental maths (+, -, x, ÷) strategies, such as: counting on; counting back, partitioning, arrays and grouping. This will be reinforced through daily Number Talks. 


Be introduced to the concept of multiplication. This will be taught through active strategies. Children will learn to solve problems through use of methods such as: arrays, equal grouping, number lines, depiction and repeated addition.


Focus on learning the 2, 5 and 10 times table. 


Be introduced to the concept of division. This will also be taught through active strategies. Children will learn to solve problems through use of methods such as: repeated subtraction, grouping and inverse. 


Develop their understanding of money by investigating different combinations of coins and enhancing their ability to calculate and give change. 














Health & Wellbeing


This term in HWB P3 will focus on: 


Cyber safety and the ways in which we can protect ourselves and others online. 


Target setting within Literacy, Numeracy and Health & Wellbeing to ensure all children feel success and a sense of achievement. 


Strengthening their awareness of friendship and the ways in which this can be supported both within and outside the classroom.


Developing a Growth Mindset, with a positive and resilient attitude to challenge (enhanced through the school Resilience programme).
