Literacy


This term in literacy P3 will: 


Continue working towards the identified P3 Core Writing Targets. 


Be taught a variety of spelling patterns, with learners using Nelson spelling and active strategies to remember these. 


Undertake drama programmes focused on enhancing creativity and stamina within writing (P3 Drama Pilot – The Drama Studio). 


Receive weekly reading books tailored to continually develop overall reading and comprehension ability.


Produce a piece of explanation writing. 


Continue to develop fluency, expression and comprehension within reading, using Blooms taxonomy to support this,  


Develop the ability to identify and use a variety of sentence structures. 


Be introduced to the concept of joined handwriting. 





Numeracy


This term in numeracy P3 will: 


Continue to develop their ability to use a range of mental maths (+, -, x, ÷) strategies, such as: counting on; counting back, partitioning, compensation, arrays and grouping. This will be reinforced through daily Number Talks. 


Focus on learning the 3, 5 and 6 times table. 


Develop their understanding of fractions. Learners will recap halves and be introduced to quarters, thirds, sixths and fifths. Learners will explore the notation and vocabulary surrounding this and also be able to identify where simple fractions lie on a number line. 


Extend their knowledge of measurement. They will use a variety of measuring equipment to measure lengths in cm and m. Learners will also estimate, measure and compare different lengths, 


Explore symmetry by creating and recognising symmetrical pictures, patterns and shapes within their immediate and wider environment, 














Health & Wellbeing


This term in HWB P3 will focus on: 


Cyber safety and the ways in which we can protect ourselves and others online. 


Relationships and sexual health, taught through the RSHP resource. 


Target setting within Literacy, Numeracy and Health & Wellbeing to ensure all children feel success and a sense of achievement.
