Literacy

P1 will explore doubles up to and including double 10





We will be learning about Time and will explore the days of the week, routines and months of year  





P1 will learn how to tell o’clock and half past times on analogue and digital clocks





P1 will use concrete materials to explore sharing, making equal groups and learn the terms half and quarter





We will continue to add and subtract within 10 consolidating mental maths strategies then explore adding and subtracting beyond 10





SEAL and Number talks strategies will continue to be used to teach numeracy
