Literacy


We will learn some Scots vocabulary and have the opportunity to recite a Scottish poem


We will complete the Read Write Inc Phonics programme and begin preparing for the Read Write Inc Spelling programme by spelling words which contain each of the 40+ phonemes already taught, common words and days of the week


We will use our knowledge of sight vocabulary, phonics, contexts clues and punctuation to read with increased understanding and expression


We will develop our understanding of texts through considering different types of questioning 


For writing this term P2 will create a class book with their own stories as part of the school’s Writing as Real Life Authors project

















Numeracy


We will learn the ‘counting on’ and ‘counting back’ strategies and use them to add and subtract 





We will consider related facts of addition and subtraction 





We will compare number sentences and consolidate our understanding of ‘greater than’, ‘less than’ and ‘equal to’





We will look at place value to 50 (counting forwards and backwards, tens and ones, one more/less, comparing objects and numbers within 50)





We will learn to skip count in 2s, 5s and 10s





We will develop our understanding of measurement by considering length, height, weight and volume

We will use the stories of Hamish McHaggis by Linda Strachan to develop our understanding of Scotland and Scots language.
