Curriculum for Excellence

Ogilvie School Campus—Curriculum Framework

RATIONALE

To provide a differentiated curriculum to meet the needs of all children in order to achieve their full potential and reach their own individual milestones in a supporting and nurturing environment. 

A curriculum is ‘the totality of all that is planned for children and young people throughout their education (Building the Curriculum 3, 2008).’
The Curriculum for Excellence embeds the four capacities for children and young people to develop within:-

Confident Individuals

Successful learners

Effective contributors

Responsible Citizens

In order to develop within these outcomes, it is recognised that children must also show progression within the eight indicators of the well-being wheel.
FRAMEWORK

The overarching principle of our curriculum framework is the embedded use of each child's individual learning tracks.  These provide a progressive interdisciplinary planning framework which focuses on the curriculum for excellence experiences and outcomes, and significant aspects of learning.  This means that children have the opportunity to progress through the different experiences and outcomes yearly and ensures challenge, breadth and depth of learning.   The Learning Tracks are available for parents to view and discuss at any time.  The school provides a termly homework developed from the learning tracks which further include parents.

All children within Ogilvie School Campus have an IEP which is written in collaboration with our health professionals, parents ,class team and whenever possible the children themselves. Recently, in consultation with our parents, we updated our IEP process. This now provides a more holistic overview of the child, with the addition of the strengths and barriers to learning against well-being indicators.  It is a working document which is evaluated throughout the year with input from all agencies and shows  clear progression for the children.

The curriculum at Ogilvie School Campus is diverse and differentiated in order to meet the needs of the children.  With the support of health professionals we embed sensory play, intensive interaction, heuristic play,  fine and gross motor skills into everyday teaching to meet the additional support needs of all children.

Our curriculum values active learning opportunities such as cooking, swimming, horse-riding, astro-gymnastics, walk a mile, Lowport outdoor activities, residential stays and experiences to develop life-long skills.  

MULTI-DISCIPLINARY APPROACH
At Ogilvie School Campus we have developed strong partnerships with our specialist team of Speech and Language Therapists, Occupational Therapists, Education psychologists, Physiotherapists, Community consultant pediatrician and nurses.  They provide 1-2-1 discussion, advice and support as well as 1-2-1 sessions with many of the children within the school.  Additionally, they provide continuous professional development for all staff ensuring we have access to specialist knowledge and are embedding the skills learnt, in practice.

Our successful collaboration with health professionals have allowed all staff  to use a multi-disciplinary approach; keeping the child at the heart of the curriculum and continue to develop the skills and expertise required to meet the needs of all our children.

In addition, we value our parents as partners, and provide many opportunities for parents to be involved in the Education of their child.  Throughout the year we run parent workshops, sharing the learning events, IEP meetings, parents evenings, the parent council, coffee mornings and an open door policy—making meeting rooms available for parents to meet and share experiences together and     providing  a valuable supportive network.

Our Curriculum rationale is a flexible framework which is continually being monitored and evaluated throughout the year.  It leaves scope for the introduction of well-considered innovations to meet the needs of all learners and for the school to keep up-to-date and ensure it is fit for purpose.

Nurtured:

 We provide a nurturing environment; working in partnership with families, pupils and other agencies in order to create a sense of security where our young people develop strategies to ask for help.
