P.4/5 Snow Pack                                            Snowy Days
It’s snow good…we’ll have to go and play in it...

Here are some fun ideas for things you can do in the snow on those days when you cannot get to school!  If you try any, don’t forget to take photos to show us when you come back!
· Build a snow cave or pit. Is it warm? Try making some seats on the inside!

· Make snow angels in the snow by lying down and moving your arms and legs up and down. See who can make the biggest snow angel. Decorate the angel by giving it wings using branches, and a face. What can you find around you that works best?
· Make a snowman! Give him some buttons, a face, a scarf and a hat and anything else you think he might need. Measure how tall the snowman is in metres and centimetres. Now measure how wide he is. What shapes have you used to make the eyes, nose and mouth? What can you find that is best for making these bits around your house or garden

Use the glow jotter where you can.

	Day   1
	· Design a poster for your favourite Christmas or Winter film.  Make sure all the key characters feature on the poster. Use interesting graphics to make the poster stand out. Remember it’s not just colour; the writing helps too.
· Take a walk outside! Look for animal tracks in the snow. 
See if you can find the tracks of dogs, cats, birds, and other wildlife in the snow. Check out a book from your local library on animals and animal tracks and see how many different animal tracks you can identify.                             
· Search the internet and find the hottest and coldest place in the UK every day – what is the difference in temperature between that location and Blackburn / Whitburn / Bathgate? Create a table to show your results.

	Day   2
	· Find an interesting Christmas card. Stick it in your jotter and write down as many interesting nouns and adjectives as you can.

· Your chosen Christmas or Winter film. Create a short booklet about the film.
· Begin a snow journal. Take pictures (or draw pictures) of the front and back of your home, as well as your surrounding neighbourhood. Include comments about the changes before, during and after the snow has started to fall. 


	Day   3
	· How do we say ‘ Merry Christmas ‘ around the world ?

             Write down as many ways as you can.

· Your chosen Christmas or Winter film project – more work on it

· Make up Christmas song anagrams. Think of songs or carols. Jumble up the letters so that they don’t make sense. When you get back to class, find someone to solve the mix up!


	Day   4
	· Film project – add more interesting facts and pictures linked to the film of your choice.

· Write a winter / Christmas story – where does it take place? Who is there? What happens at the start, middle and end?

· Create your own cryptic winter message – cut and paste symbols on sheet. Maybe use a newspaper to cut from…


	Day   5
	· How many words can you make from the letters contained in the words THE SPECIAL REINDEER
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Make a bird feeder – those birds can really suffer in the cold winter months, so have a go at this: Recycled Bird Feeder

You can make your own recycled bird feeder using just a simple used plastic squash or soft drinks bottle, or a used plastic milk carton. Make sure that you thoroughly wash and dry the bottle before use. 

Then, leaving the bottle lid on, cut a small hole around half way down the bottle. The hole should be just about big enough so that the birds can access the seeds, and the seed itself can flow down, but not so large that the seed dribbles out at the slightest breeze! You should also add in a few small holes at the bottom of the bottle, to aid drainage in case any rainwater finds its way into the feeder. A few small holes at the top of the feeder will also encourage ventilation, helping to reduce moisture that may encourage fungal growths.
Then using garden wire, you can make a small hook and fix to the bottle screw cap. The recycled bird feeder can then be hung out on a branch. Make sure that you replace the feeder with a new bottle if it starts to go green or appears mouldy at all.
