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P6 Activities for snow days

As well as daily activities, which are compulsory, you must choose one other activity from each area. 
Daily activities are marked with a *

Maths

-Practice your times tables *
-Write the dates of five members of your family’s birthday and find out what day it will be on in 2018
-Make up a simple timetable of your day that includes at least 10 items

- Practise giving change from £5 using the least amount of coins*
- Practise telling the time with someone at home. Can you explain when it is the hour, half hour, quarter past and quarter to?  Practise converting from 12 hour analogue times to 24 hour digital times*

- Use a dice to roll a four digit number. Then roll the dice again. Multiply the 4 digit number by the single digit. Do this 5 times.
Language

-Daily diary of what you have done every day (Monday to Friday) *
-Can you remember some of your spelling words? Practise some of your spelling words: do rainbow spelling using 5 different colours, blue vowels and pyramid spelling *
-Write a story about a magical snow adventure using VCOP making sure you include -When, Where, Who and What happened and illustrate your story
-Go for a walk or look out the window and write a rhyming poem about what you see

- Design a new cover for your reading book remembering to include title, illustrations, author and a blurb
-Write a simple weather report for every day *
-Choose one character from your reading book to draw, label items or character traits the person has eg. Unhappy - if you can, use words from the book

-Draw one of the places (settings) in your reading book and label everything you know about it – eg. The park

Other
-Make up and practice five exercises daily to help keep yourself fit *
-Dance to one song from the radio or a cd every day *
-Draw what you see out your bedroom window

-Draw and label any HEALTHY food you eat each day *
-Watch the news/Newsround and draw a picture which shows one interesting event and write a couple of sentences about it
-Make a snowball/ice-cube in a bowl, keep indoors and predict what will happen, then note/draw every hour what changes happen over the day 
-Create a fact file about an animal or plant. Make sure you have a bold title, at least 6 interesting facts, 3 eye catching pictures. Remember to bring it into school to show everyone.
