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Winter Ready Tasks for P4
Please complete all of the ‘daily activities’ and choose one other activity under each heading (one from Language, one from Maths and one from Other).  That means that you will have completed 7 activities each day.  Please ensure that you check the school’s Glow web page so you can communicate with your class teacher. 
Daily Activities

· Write a daily diary to keep note of what activities you have done and how long you have taken to complete each task.
· Watch a news report on TV (eg. Newsround) and write down a summary of the day’s main events.
· Write out times-tables and recite them to help memorise them.
     (2 to 5x-tables OR challenge yourself and try 2 to 7x-tables)
· To keep yourself fit and active, listen to your favourite song and dance without stopping until the song is finished.
Language P4:
· Read a newspaper article and re-write the report in your own words.
From your reading book, write:
· a character description of your favourite character;
· a list of questions to ask your group;
· a detail description of the setting (P5);
· a labelled drawing of a setting in your story (P4)
· Look out the window and describe what you see using lots of fabulous adjectives

· Plan a talk to give to your class about something you are interested in eg. a hobby, an animal, a book
· Make up a wordsearch

· Make sure you can spell all the days of the week and months of the year by writing them all out 3 times

· Find as many words as you can out of the words

         “Winter Wonderland” (3 letter words or more)

· Pretend to be a weather person and write a weather report for the next day (P5 – across Scotland, P4 - in Livingston)
Maths for P4:

· Practice your number facts and bonds to 20 e.g. 0+19=20, 1+18=20…

· Make a snap/pairs game for your number facts/tables and play with a friend or member of the family daily

· Use your hand or foot to find something that measures 1 hand/foot, 2 hands/feet etc all the way up to 10 hands/feet

· Write the dates of ten members of your family’s (or friends’) birthday and find out what day it will be on in 2011.  
· List 10 people that you know and out their names in order according to their birth date including the year they were born

· Draw a snowy picture using as many 2D shapes as you can

· Write the properties of all the 2D shapes that you know (e.g. triangle = 3 corners, 3 edges)
· Write a list of 10 3D shapes that are around your house
· Write 5 number problems using multiplication and division facts

Other

· Design and make a 3D model of your choice

· Look in the mirror and draw a self portrait

· Make a game (e.g., snap game, snakes and ladders game) based on ‘Children Around The World’ to use with your classmates… just like we have been talking about in class
· Design a fact file about a country that you have been learning about
· Write a song – make up words that can go along to a well known tune
· Collect snowballs from outside and place them in a bowl.  Put them at different points around your house. Check them regularly and record how long each one takes to melt completely
· Make a recipe card for your favourite healthy meal
· Design a poster to promote keeping safe in winter
· Draw, cut out and make a hand puppet or finger puppets, using a sheet of paper
