The activities below are to be used in the event of school closure.
For each day please complete all the activities marked with * and then another activity from each area.
Maths

· Practise counting forwards and backwards to 20.*
· Make number cards from 0 to 10 or 0 to 20 and practise ordering these.

· Tell someone the days of the week in order.*

· Practise adding 2 groups of items using everyday materials (e.g. coins, buttons, fruit) with a friend or member of the family.*
· Make up a simple timetable of your day that includes at least five events (use digital times to the hour).
· Draw or make and name as many 2D (e.g. square) and 3D shapes (e.g. cone) as you can and write any facts you know about each shape (e.g. a triangle has 3 sides).
· Find as many patterns as you can around the house. 

· Make patterns using everyday objects. You could take photos of these for the blog!

Language

· Create a daily diary of one thing you have done every day (Monday to Friday)*
· Practise all common words and sounds.*
· Build words using sound cards.*
· Practise writing sentences using some of your common words.

· Write a sentence/sentences about a snowman.

· Go for a walk or look out the window and write/draw about what you see.
· Design a new cover for your favourite book remembering to include a title and author along with an illustration.
· Write a simple weather report for the day.
· Learn a song or poem about winter to be performed on return to school.
Other

· Make a senses picture about winter using what you see, hear, smell, taste and feel. You may use pictures, materials etc.
· Make up and practise five exercises daily to help keep yourself fit. *
· Dance to one song from the radio or a CD every day. *
· Draw and label any HEALTHY food you eat each day. *
· Design a Christmas outfit for one of your toys to wear to a Christmas party.
