P1– Term 2 (October – December)
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	The main focus for learning this term will be:

	Literacy

	· Reading – whole-class reading, with a focus on developing rhyme/rhythm. Children will share predictions about class texts and discuss key features. They will build/extend vocabulary through identified ‘Word Boost’ texts. Introducing reading starting with wordless books.
· Spelling/Phonics – reinforcement of letter sounds. Blending and segmenting. Common words will be introduced gradually for reading and writing.
· Writing – Narrative. Exploring the ‘Description Bubble’ and developing mark making through the Foundations of Writing scheme. Reinforcement of name formation.
· Handwriting – letter shapes/formation, formation of words, size of letters.
· Listening and Talking – personal responses to class texts. Sharing opinion and listening to/respecting the opinions of others. 
· French – colours

	· Exploring numbers – reinforcing formation, recognition, sequencing numbers, counting forwards and backwards.
· Gathering information, collecting objects and information and displaying it.
· Awareness of what money is, what it looks like and use a range of coins.
· Numbers before, after and in between.
· Grouping items and recognising patterns.

	Health and Wellbeing

	· Building Resilience programme - Promoting mental, emotional, social and physical health and wellbeing.
· Foods – what a healthy snack is, likes and dislikes, rules when preparing snacks and understanding healthy foods.
· Safety – How to keep myself safe in different situations – home safety, fire safety and winter safety.
