As SEESAW is a new platform for many families in P4-P7 we have created a list of some frequently asked questions about using SEESAW at home.

SEESAW FOR CHILDREN

What are Seesaw Codes?
· Seesaw Codes (a 12-digit text code or QR code) allow students to sign in to the Seesaw CLASS app from home while protecting their privacy. This means students can add posts to their journal, view announcements and comment on their own work. Students cannot see or comment on other students’ work.

 

Where do I get my child’s Seesaw Code?
· 12-digit text code and QR codes have been sent home. Please contact the school if you have not received this information. 
 

Which app does my child use? Do codes work on a computer?
· Students use Seesaw Codes to sign into the Seesaw CLASS app. If your child is using a laptop or computer, they will sign in at app.seesaw.me.  Check that you are using the most up to date version of the app.

Do Seesaw Codes expire?
· Seesaw Codes expire after 90 days. Once your child signs in with a Seesaw Code, they will stay logged in for 1 year or until they log out.

 

 

What can students do on the Class app?
· The Seesaw app is being used for profiling in P4-7.  Students will use Seesaw learning tools to share their learning. 

· Any home achievements can be shared via Seesaw.

 

Can multiple children use the same device with Seesaw Codes? 

· When multiple children are using the same device for Seesaw, each child should log out of their account when they have finished using it. We recommend printing each child’s text code and storing it securely.

How do families access Seesaw?

· Families can access their child’s profile via the ‘Seesaw Family’ app or Seesaw website. In order to access the information you must be linked to your child via your email address. You must ensure the email you want to use matches the email address held by the school to ensure the Seesaw account is shared with the appropriate people. This information will be added by the school.

Why use both apps?

· The class app is for children to profile their learning.

· The family app is for families to view the profile and leave feedback for their children.
