Digital Focus Week - Anywhere Anytime Learning (AAL)

As you are aware Uphall Primary School use ‘Anywhere, Anytime Learning’ to enhance teaching and learning experiences for our pupils.
AAL allows children in P4-P7 to bring in mobile devices to use on our secure school WiFi to support their learning. This does not mean the children can play with the devices in the playground or in class.  Devices will only be used during planned teaching and learning activities to support learning experiences. 
It is entirely your choice if you send your child to school with a device to aid his/her learning. There is no specification, make or model required.  Many parents and carers in other schools have sent one of their old mobiles or tablets. 

As we are focussing on improving our digital learning across the school all learners need to be aware of and adhere to our recently updated Responsible User Agreement. All pupils from P4 to P7 will have to sign this agreement before bringing devices into school.  We have attached a copy of this so you can discuss it at home with your child, sign it and then returned it to school. Please note that your child should not bring any device to school until they have agreed to the user agreement. You can also revisit this agreement at any time on Glow by following this link:

While on the school premises pupils MUST give their device to their class teacher. They will then store them safely within school until they are needed.

Uphall Primary School and West Lothian Council do not take responsibility for any device brought to school whether within the school grounds or on the journey to and from school.  It is important that you have adequate insurance which covers your device.
