Create a tuck-shop at home. It might even help to stop constant snacking as well as learning about money, budgeting, value of different foods etc (eg sugary things cost more - ie you can get twice as many healthy snacks for same money and not be starving). You give/decide how much they get each day (eg £1), what food is available (literally) in the shop and how much it costs and maximum number they can have in one day. You might deduct a waitressing/waiter fee if you have to clean up after them! This should help the children to think ahead and work out what they can afford. 
You could also create a list of jobs to earn the money!
(You could make your own coins out of paper or in another creative way instead of using real money).
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
