Welcome to Primary Six
Overview of P6 – Term 1
In Primary 6, pupils will continue to develop the 8 principles of a Curriculum for Excellence (CfE). The aim of CfE is to enable children and young people to develop into confident individuals, successful learners, effective contributors and responsible citizens.  

Organisation for School
Primary Six pupils should now be fully responsible for coming to school prepared to learn. 
All weather P.E kits are required on a Monday. This can be left in school and taken home on a Friday.
P6 act as role models for younger pupils through their attitude, behaviour and dress.  At Williamston, the expectation is that P6 continue to adopt this role throughout the session and ask them to pay particular attention to uniform e.g. wearing school colours and keeping jewellery to a minimum.  Make up and nail varnish should not be worn to school.

Learning and Teaching

Pupils will experience a variety of learning and teaching approaches including:  collaborative learning and group challenges, direct teaching, active learning, outdoor learning, inter-disciplinary learning, vertical learning and independent tasks.

Children will be expected: 

· To be respectful and mannerly towards all staff and towards their peers.
· To behave appropriately in the playground, cloakroom, classroom, when lining up and in the dining room.
· To follow the rules of ‘jotter standards’.
· To complete all homework in pencil and hand it in on time, signed.
· To take responsibility for their belongings.

Pupils will engage in a reflection based task on a weekly basis to reflect and evaluate how their week of learning has been. They will reflect on learning that they have enjoyed, found challenging and things that they are looking forward to in the coming week.
