Numeracy


In numeracy we will be developing our skills in the areas of addition and subtraction. We will be consolidating number bonds, aiming for quick of recall of facts. We will continue to focus on mental agility through Number Talks whereby we will share different strategies to arrive at an answer.





In topic maths this term we will be taking on our knowledge and understanding in symmetry to investigate more than one line of symmetry in a shape, picture or pattern.


We will also be looking at


revising our 2D and 3D


shapes and their properties.








Expressive Arts





In Music, we are fortunate to have NYCOS workshops with Mrs Poynter. Here we will explore rhythm and pitch through games and songs. We will also be learning how to read and write music.


In Art & Design, we will explore the work of Monet and his water-themed paintings.








Literacy


Following our existing spelling 


approaches, we will continue to 


explore patterns and rules in spelling and practise these in a multi-sensory way. In writing, we are continuing to focus on writing in sentences with correct punctuation and adding more detail using descriptive language. We will be developing our non-fiction writing skills, including leaflets, posters and reports. We will also complete a short block on poetry writing.


In reading last term we concentrated on activities that developed understanding of a story. Some groups will be doing similar activities for homework this term. We will now begin to look at developing specific comprehension skills when analysing a text such as sequencing, identifying the main idea and understanding unfamiliar words.





Health and Well Being


This term we will be developing our Growth Mindset, learning from mistakes and strategies for coping when we are “stuck”. 


In P.E. we will be starting a series of lessons on basketball skills. We will look at cooperating with others, passing and receiving the ball and how to travel safely. At the end of this, we will build up to playing mini-games that will test our skills!


Mr Muldoon will be working with us again this term. We will be learning


how to play handball.





Homework


This term we will continue with weekly spelling, reading and maths homework.
