In reading, we will be continuing to develop Literacy Circles where children will be encouraged to give their own opinions of a text and justify these in a meaningful way, use evidence and quotations from the novel to back up their own ideas and summarise key events in a chronological order. 


We will also be reading a Roald Dahl book as our class novel in preparation for Book Week in November.
