Homework


We are issuing a challenge to all nursery children to bring a familiar book from home which they would like to share with their friends. Numeracy


The children really enjoying taking part in lots of counting games on the smartboard, laptops and ipads in the nursery.  The children like to practice ordering numbers to 12 as well as counting things & matching the numbers. This is something we encourage in every area of the nursery and something that you can equally support at home.  A good start is counting how many stairs you have climbed as you go up and down.  This helps with 1:1 correspondence as you only say the number as you move onto the next step.  How about taking part in a number hunt the next time you go on a car or bus journey.  Have the numbers you are looking for written down and cross off each number as you spot it in the environment.  The winner could get a prize such as a number badge or sticker.  Great fun and ensure the ‘Are we nearly there yet?’ question isn’t repeatedly asked!! 








Literacy


The children are working really hard to improve their pencil grip and to form letters, words and their names.  You can support us at home by encouraging your child/ren to write for a variety of purposes.  When writing your shopping list or a letter, why not encourage your child/ren to do the same.  Even marks on the paper with a given purpose (often just looks like squiggles or a mixture of letters and numbers) is encouraging children to write.  This stage of writing is called emergent writing and is extremely important.


During the very hot weather, children often like to read or listen to stories in the shade.  This is a super opportunity to read to your child but also to ask lots of questions about what they think of the story as well as making predictions about what will happen next.  Encouraging children to extend their knowledge and understanding of stories will really benefit them when it comes to completing follow up work in school.  This is something that we do lots of in nursery and I would really encourage you to do this at home.  (It’s also an excuse to cuddle up and get a rest from the sun!)





End of term outing


Everyone is really excited about our end of term outing to Wellsfield Farm Park.  Mrs Vince has already visited the park to carry out a risk assessment in order to ensure the safety of our children and parents on the day.  Please note that the farm park is quite exposed and can get cold at times, if it is windy.  A cardigan or jumper might be a good idea.  There is a small shop at the park and some concession stands which sell ice cream/ice lollies so make sure to take some extra pennies as well as your packed lunch!  Don’t forget waterproofs and sunscreen too – you’ve got to love a Scottish summer when we need to be prepared for every eventuality!





Health and Well Being


The children really enjoyed running round the school at the beginning of their session as part of our fitness fortnight so this is something which we plan to continue throughout the month of June.  The children will be given the opportunity to take part in this activity or something equally as fun on the school field.  It would be helpful if they came to nursery with shoes suitable for taking part in sports activities.
