For example, 1/10 of 2 = 7. Well, just like you have done for multiplication and division, fiip it round. What divides by 10 to give you

You can do this by using persuasive language, making clear points and
expressing why your point of view is right. It's a bit like a debate although you can only share one side of the argument. You wil find
the topic of your discussion in the Task document. There is a planning document which will help you plan and structure your writing
and there is a word mat to help you with the kind of language you should use.
